Student teams need to think about and research the different continents:

· Africa

· Asia

The presentation will be based around what the students feel will be the future fashion trends representing each continent. Fashion will include music,culture, clothes and hair. 

Feel free to put your ideas onto paper, use diagrams, mood boards etc to generate ideas

We would like each student to bring a small gift for someone in their team. This could be something that is unique to the students country.

Time schedule 60 minutes on the floor. 

After 60 minutes the groups have 7-10 minutes to do their show. 
Please look at the program time table. 

Jackie Bournes' Avant Garde Design Award- (Long hair)

All students competing in this discipline have to create a glamorous, avant garde hairstyle in long hair. 
There are no limits to the length of the hair. The hairstyle has to have harmony and a total look with make-up, jewellery etc. 
You are allowed to use a maximum of 3 false hairpieces, which have to be integrated into the design and may only cover 1/3 of the hairstyle. 
The hair of hairpieces must be presented laying on the table, ready to be brushed and inspected by the wise men. 
During the competition, the competitors may use scissors to clean up ends.

Time schedule 60 minutes 

After the competition you have: 

5 min to dressing-up the mannequin, jewellery etc. 

 

Fantasy Trophy Long Hair Design

All students competing in this discipline have to create a Fantasy Design in long hair. 

There are no limits to the length of the hair. 
You are free to use neon colours and a maximum of 5 false hairpieces. 

Allowed are all materials of decorations, but at least half of the used decorations must be performed within the timetable of the discipline. 
The decorations or the hair of hairpieces must be presented laying on the table, ready to be brushed or looked at by the wise men.
During the competition , the competitors may use scissors to clean up ends 

Time schedule 60 minutes

After the competition you have: 

 5 min of dressing-up the mannequin, jewellery or decoration etc. 
Long hair up, 

The finished hairstyle must NOT look like hair by night

The competitor will create a street fashion hairstyle on long hair.

At finish, the hairstyle must be adapted to the street fashion look and appreciated by the consumer.

Mannequin heads are taken to the competition floor with open straight or wavy hair.

The hair can be wet or dry. The hair must not be pre-styled. The wise man will check the hair and brush it flat back.

The complete hairstyle can be dresses up. 1/3 can be down. All the hair cannot be hanging down

During the competition, the competitors may use scissors to clean up ends.

Time schedule 35 minutes

After the competition you have: 

5 min of dressing-up the mannequin, jewellery or decoration etc. 
Golden Scissors, "Men’s look alike" ( a picture on the mirror) 
cutting/blow dry competition

All students competing in this discipline have to create a man’s look alike on a male mannequin with or without a beard. Precoloured from root to ends with 4N, 5N, 6N, other shades will give penalties. The hair has to be full length, it is permitted to reduce the density of the mannequin’s hair, this can be done by picking out the hair by the roots, but no thinning! The hair of the mannequin must be wet and combed flat back. The wise men will check that and penalize in case of infringements.

In this discipline, you are free to create a beard and colour beforehand. 

A minimum of 3 centimetres has to be cut off. 
Neon colours are NOT allowed. 

Time schedule 75 minutes 

5 min of dressing-up the mannequin, jewellery or decoration etc. 
The judges are free to be on the floor during the competitions!
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
