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Idea
2 � 3 months before the competition the students/participants starts the 
creative process by thinking back of a special fashion from a special city. 
Below you will � nd what cities to choose from and you should pick at 
least three and study them carefully. You should also study, for example, 
geography and culture. Read more under the section �Useful steps and 
preparations work�.
 When getting together in Gothenburg the students/participants should 
discuss different cultures, look at fashion, study hair styling techniques etc. 
As you get more involved in your task, together with your new friends from 
different parts of the world, you will be more and more creative.
 Students will be divided into groups and will be given a city that they 
will represent. It�s the groups task to present their favourite fashions and 
hairstyles in a collection on themselves. The team will be working together at 
the school salon, or other hair salon, and be judged the way as an excellent 
fashion show is rated. 
 For the presentation the group should also describe the way the hair has 
been cut, even though it�s another haidressers work and � gure out how that 
cut and/or colouring was achieved.

Present your collection on the model and describe the way the hair has 
been cut, even though it is another hairdressers work.
